RULES AND REGULATIONS OF COURT TIME SPORTS CENTER

1. Conduct.  Court Time Sports Center is a facility operation for the benefit of its patrons (“Patrons”).  Patrons are expected to join the staff in promoting a pleasant environment.  Patrons are asked to use mature judgment in choosing their actions, clothing and language.  Patrons must respect the rights of others and are encouraged to display good sportsmanship when using the facility so that participation in all activities is enjoyable and safe.  The behavior of a Patron must not disrupt the experience of others.

2. Unacceptable Conduct.  Disciplinary action may be necessary when any Patron exhibits unacceptable conduct.  Some examples of unacceptable conduct are:

-Abuse or intentional misuse of facility equipment and properties

-Abusive or foul language

-Disregarding Rules and Regulations

-Engaging in dangerous activity

-Fighting or threatening harm to others

-Lack of respect for the Court Time Sports Center staff; e.g., ignored request, intimidation, verbal threats, physical threats

-Lack of respect for other patrons

Non-payment of program or service fees

Sexual Harassment

Solicitation

Theft

3. Food, Beverages, Tobacco, Illegal Substances, Alcohol Use.

No food or drink is permitted anywhere in the facility except in designated areas.  No outside food or drink permitted in the facility at any time. Water in plastic bottles with a lid or controlled spout is permitted.  Possession or use of alcoholic beverages or illegal substances on facility property is prohibited.  Smoking or tobacco use in any form is prohibited except in designated areas.

4. Clothing/Shoes.  Patrons must wear shirts in all areas of the Facility, including all common areas.  Patrons must wear clean athletic shoes that have scuff-resistance, non-marking soles in all activity areas of the Facility.

5. Photo and Video Policy.  Individuals wishing to take pictures or videos of the facility or specific programs must request approval from the facility manager.  

6. Age Restrictions. The following general age restrictions apply:

Ages 3 to 7 must be directly supervised by an adult at all times unless they are participating in a facility-sponsored program or activity.  

Ages 8 to 16 must be accompanied by an adult to Court Time Sports Center and must remain in the facility at all times.

7. Inclement Weather.  Court Time Sports Center will make every attempt to remain open during times of inclement weather; however, the facility will be closed if the conditions are determined to be a threat to the Patrons and its staff.  

8. Maintenance Days.  In an effort to achieve the highest standards of facility maintenance, there will be times when certain areas of the facility will be shut down for maintenance.  Patron understanding and patience is appreciated as efforts are made to improve and maintain the cleanliness, safety and esthetics of the facility.

9. Specific Area Schedules.  Areas in the facility will have specific schedules that are updated regularly consisting of times designated for use of equipment and areas.  These schedules will be available at the front desk.  

10. Equipment with Wheels.  No bicycles, skateboards, roller skates or in-line skates are permitted inside the facility.  Strollers are not permitted in any activity area.

11. Accidents and Injuries. 

Open wounds/bleeding must be covered to participate in any area of the facility.  Clothing soiled with bodily fluids must be changed.

First-aid supplies (ice, band-aids, gauze, gloves) are available to Patrons to be self-administered.  General injuries shall not be treated by staff.

The staff is available to call an ambulance upon request.  If the Patron is unconscious or unable to respond, an ambulance may be called at the discretion of the staff.

12. Disciplinary Policy.  The authority to enforce the Rules and Regulations of Court Time Sports Center is vested in its staff personnel.  All problems should be reported immediately to the manager on duty.  Violations of the Rules and Regulations will not be tolerated.  Court Time Sports Center reserves the right to take disciplinary action, which shall be determined on a case-by-case bases with the nature and seriousness of the offense taken into consideration.  Such disciplinary action may include, without limitation, reprimand, suspension or expulsion from Court time Sports Center.
