SOCCER RULES

ELIGIBILITY

         U8 must be born 8/1/01 or later        U10 must be born 8/1/99 or later

U12 must be born 8/1/97 or later   U15 must be born 8/1/94 or later  

1. Players Must wear non-marking soled shoes.  Preferably white non-marking soles.
2. All players must be listed on the team roster and any updates must be made before the 1st game. After the 1st game the roster is final. Players must follow the eligibility rules listed above.  Coaches must have birth certificates available in the case of protest.  
3. Number of players:  For 5v5—Five players on the field, one of whom is the goalkeeper for U8 & U10.  For 7V7 – Seven players on the field, one of whom is the goalkeeper for U12 & U15. Must have 5 players for U8 & U10 to start game and must have 7 players for U12 & U15 to start game. 

4. Free substitution is allowed on the fly including goalkeeper for U10 thru U15.  U8 may substitute at any stoppage.

5. No slide tackling and No Offside's.

6. Keepers may not throw the ball across the half-way line.  An indirect kick will be awarded where the ball crosses the line.

7. In the case where the ball is ruled out of bounds (ceiling, baskets, walls, etc.) an indirect kick will be awarded to the opposing team.

8. All fouls will be taken as indicated by the type of foul committed.
9. Players must give 10 feet on all kicks automatically.

10.  Keepers may not punt or drop kick the ball and may only play the ball with their hands or ball control pass inside the arc. (i.e. penalty area). U8 & U10 (small court) Keepers are not permitted to leave the arc to forward the ball up the field.
11.  Goal kicks will be re-entered as Goalie Throws, not as kicks-see rule #10.
12.  The Keeper has five (5) seconds to put the ball into play once they have possession.  Younger players may be given a warning before it results in an indirect kick.  

13.  Players must switch sides at the half.

14.  Only 2 coaches are permitted on the bench. 

15.  Abusive language will result in a yellow card.

16.  One yellow card in a game and the player will be issued a warning.

17.  Two yellow cards in the game, the player will be ejected from the game.

       A red card at any time and the player will be ejected from the tournament/league.
18.  This is a recreational league therefore there shall be no lead greater than 6 on the scoreboard, but official score is to be reported.
GENERAL INFORMATION
 Each team will play 8 games.  Each game will be two 20 minute halves with a 5 minute half time.   
Time outs: 1 per team per half.

 A low bounce ball will be used.

 A keeper must be on the court at all times and must wear a different color goalie shirt (different color from the team).

 Rosters are limited to 14 players.

 All decisions made by the referees are final and are not open to protest.

 Every player must have signed a waiver before being allowed to play.

 No team will be scheduled to play until all League fees are paid in full.

 Teams must be ready to play at scheduled time.  Failure to have teams ready to play at scheduled start time will result in forfeiture of game after 5 minutes.

 Home team is listed as first team on schedule and will have the kickoff.

       
All players must wear a number jersey the same color as their teammates.  

Shin guards & socks are mandatory.  

      
In the event of a uniform conflict the home team must change.

In the case of inclement weather, Court Time does not close.  It is the responsibility of the coaches to determine if they will play the scheduled game or not.  Cancelations must be made 3 hours in advance of the scheduled game or it will count as a forfeit.  

REFEREES

· One referee shall be present during play for recreational division (U8-U10)
· Two referees shall be present during play for recreational division (U12-U15)

· Referees will operate scoreboard and keep record of the game.  If there is a parent volunteer, then they can keep the clock.
· Reports of ejections will be recorded on the score sheets and left at the facility.

SPECTATORS

 All spectators must be in the mezzanine area during the games or outside of the gym area.  At no time are spectators permitted to stand on the floor area during game play.  This rule will be strictly enforced and violations will result in game delay/forfeit. 

 Please do not enter the courts until the previous game has ended.
