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GRADE SCHOOL LEAGUE RULES-2010/2011
IMPORTANT INFORMATION-PLEASE READ CAREFULLY
1. Entry fees must be paid in full by the required deadline.  No team will be put on the schedule until paid in full.

2.  Rosters must consist of one of the following:

A.)  Teams must consist of players from the same school district


B.)  Teams that have players outside the school district may participate, however they must play one grade 

above the highest grade of the participants.  

C.)  Individual registrations may be accepted and teams will be formed if enough players register.  



(This is an exception to the same school district requirement above.) 

3.  Any roster containing a player found at any point to be ineligible will result in forfeiture of all games in which the player participated.  
4.  TEAMS WILL NOT RECEIVE THEIR SCHEDULES UNTIL ALL OF THE FOLLOWING IS SUBMITTED:


A.)  FINAL ROSTER


B.)  ALL PLAYERS WAIVERS-No player will be permitted to play without a completed waiver form

C.)  COACHES CODE OF CONDUCT
ALL OF THE ABOVE CAN BE SUBMITTED ON-LINE AND ARE AVAILABLE ON OUR WEBSITE.
GAMES SCHEDULED BUT CANNOT BE PLAYED DUE TO THE INCOMPLETE/MISSING DOCUMENTS ABOVE, WILL BE CONSIDERED A FORFEIT.   
FINAL SCHEDULES WILL NOT BE AVAILABLE ON–LINE UNTIL ALL OF THE ABOVE IS RECEIVED.   
5.  Birth certificates must be available upon request.                                        

6.  Please bring your own warm-up basketballs.  No basketballs will be given out for practice.
7.  The post-season will consist of a double-elimination playoff format in which all teams will be seeded according to the final regular season standings.  The playoff bracket/schedules will be posted shortly after the season begins, so everyone will be aware of the potential dates and times your team may play. No schedule changes will be accepted for the playoffs.
TIE BREAKER FOR BRACKET PLAY

*If 2 teams are tied, head-to-head competition between the 2 teams will determine the winner. 

*If more than 2 teams are tied, a point differential (max 13 points), tiebreaker will be applied to their games during pool play.  The point differential of each game are totaled and the teams are ranked accordingly.  If two of the teams are tied in points, head-to-head competition between those two teams will determine the winner between them.  Final tiebreaker is a coin toss.  

ANY PLAYER, PARENTS OR COACH WHO DOES NOT SUPPORT AND FOLLOW COMMON SPORTSMANSHIP WILL BE ASKED TO LEAVE THE PREMISES IMMEDIATELY.

Parents must refrain from criticizing or making any negative comments towards their children, teammates,   
coaches, opponents, officials or other parents throughout the season.


Players must refrain from exhibiting bad sportsmanship or negative behavior.


Coaches must follow the Coaches Code of Conduct and exhibit appropriate behavior at all times.
This league should be a great experience for everyone.  Please be a good sport at all times.
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GAME RULES

1. Games will be played in 2 -20 minute halves with a running clock except for the last 2 minutes of each half.  5 minute half-time.

2. Teams are expected to be on time.  After a 10-minute grace period, the game will be forfeited.

3. All player jerseys must be numbered with no duplicates.

4. Personal Fouls will be limited to 5 fouls per game, per individual. One and One will be shot on the 7th team foul and the double bonus will be shot on the 10th team foul.

5. You will have 3 full timeouts per game.

6. Overtime will be 3 minutes. You will get 1 full timeout - no carryovers from regulation. 

7. Maximum of 2 overtimes and then the game will end in a tie. (Exception: playoffs – when there will be additional overtimes at 2 minutes each until there is a winner.)

8. 4th Grade-Full Court Pressure defense will be restricted for 4th grade teams except for last 2 minutes of each half.

9. 4th Grade-Foul shots – 4th grade must start shot behind the line. There is no violation if they cross the line after the release. 

10. 4th Grade-No 3 point field goals permitted at a 4th grade level.

11.  4th Grade- 4th Grade boy’s teams will play with a 28 ½ ball size. Boys 5th grade and higher will use a 29-1/2 ball size.

12. All teams must start game with 5 players. If not, the game may be played but must be forfeited.

13.  Call-ups are permitted from a lower grade level from the same school district, as long as the player is on the roster.  No player can be duel rostered in the same age bracket.

14. Mercy Rule – 20+ points in the 2nd half the clock will not stop under 2 minutes.

15. The Home Team is listed 1st on the schedule and will sit to the right of the scorers table.  

16. Technical’s and game ejections will be strictly enforced. Should any player or coach receive 2 technical fouls in a game or cumulative for the season, the offender will be ejected for the game and suspended for the next game as well. 
17. Timekeeper and scorebookkeeper will be provided and will be considered official.  Each team is encouraged to have one record keeper at the table.  If teams chose not to have a record keeper at the table, they waive their right to question any possible scorekeeping discrepancies.

18. Standings will be kept with tiebreakers being (1) Head-to-Head and (2) fewest total overall points allowed.

19. Fighting among players, coaches or fans will not be tolerated in any fashion by the League. Any inappropriate behavior will result in immediate ejection from the game and Court Time Sports Center.
20. All spectators must be in the mezzanine area or seated in the bleachers under the mezzanine area DURING ALL GAMES. At no time are spectators permitted to stand on the floor area or under the hoops during game play. This rule will be strictly enforced and violations will result in game delay.
21. Coaches are responsible for their fans; therefore any fan that is asked to leave the gym must do so in a timely and orderly fashion or the team will be penalized either by a technical foul or even a forfeit.

22. Coaches are responsible for having their players clean up the bench areas after their game.

23. Only the Head Coach is permitted to stand at any time and may only stand within the designated coach’s box.  The first technical foul charged directly or indirectly to the head coach results in loss of coaching-box privileges and the head coach must remain seated for the remainder of the game.  
24. Any team scorekeeper (which means anyone seated at the scorers table) is not permitted to coach or yell out any directions/instructions/opinions to any player or official while seated at the table.  

25. Licensed PIAA officials will be provided and will follow all high school rules except for the exceptions listed above

 Individuals using this facility do so at their own risk.  The property owners, league operators, and staff of Court Time Sports Center assume no liability for injuries or accidents that may occur.  Conduct within the facility should be in the spirit of good sportsmanship. 
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GAME CHANGE REQUEST-(for regular season play)
Game change requests should only be made when absolutely necessary. Court Time spends numerous hours accommodating all scheduling requests prior to the schedule being published.  Therefore, schedule changes must be kept to a minimum, if at all.  Requesting scheduling changes presents a hardship to all involved and is especially unfair to the other team who has ensured their teams availability.  Please keep this in mind before making your request.   Please give at least ONE WEEKS NOTICE.  Court Time Sports Center cannot guarantee games not played as originally scheduled will be rescheduled.  Games that cannot be rescheduled will count as a forfeit against the cancelling team.  

The following steps should be taken for all game change requests.

1. The request must be in writing via e-mail at info@courttimesportscenter.com.  We will not accept verbal requests.
2. All requests must state the following:

a.  Your name and the name of the team.  (only the head coach can request a game change)
b.  Game date & time 
c.  Opposing team name

d.  Reason for the request   
3. Once we receive your request we will forward you an e-mail confirming our receipt.  If you do not receive a follow-up e-mail, please call us to verify.

4.  Your request will be forwarded to the opposing team.  If the opposing team agrees to reschedule the game, the game will be made up on the scheduled make-up day (s) set aside by Court Time.  To avoid scheduling problems and confusion, we have set aside one or more days at the end of the season for all make-up games.  If a team cannot play on the scheduled make-up date (s), then the game will be a forfeit by the team that requested the change.  

5. We will send you a final e-mail with the agreed upon time date and time for the re-scheduled game or notification of forfeit.

6. In the case of inclement weather, Court Time does not close.  It is the responsibility of the coaches to determine if they will play the scheduled game or not.  Cancelations must be made at least 3 hours in advance of the scheduled game or it will count as a forfeit.  
No schedule changes will be accepted for the playoffs.
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
