Court Time Summer League Volleyball Rules

1. Court Time will provide a First Referee for all games.  A ‘work’ team will be specified on the schedule of games.  The ‘work’ team must provide a Second Referee, 2 line judges, and a score keeper for each game; a minimum of 4 workers.  
Second Referee must bring their own whistle; Court Time will not provide whistles at any time.  If a work team fails to show, the team will be penalized 5 points in their next game.  

2. All games will be the best of 3.  First team to 25 with rally scoring, win by 2 (no cap).  Forfeiture of the first game will occur ten minutes after the designated game time, fifteen for second game, and twenty for third game.
If any contest should go into a 3rd game, teams will play first team to 15 with rally scoring, win by 2 (no cap).

3. Summer league rules will follow same rules as high school, with the exception of free substitution.  No line-ups will need to be turned in for each game.
4. The maximum number of players allowed on roster will be 12.  Rosters must be turned in before first league game.  Changes can be made to rosters until the third league game; rosters will then be frozen from that point on.
